Turned sometimes by some politically oriented or not well-informed
persons into a non-realistic Russo-phobic threat-fabrication, the British official papers contain much
information on the topography and fortification system of the Straits, as well as offer clues to assess
the roles British Mediterranean and Russian Black Sea fleets had played in the grand strategies of
their respective country.
